. Pastor and admin create service bulletin.

. An e-mail is sent to the congregation when appropriate.

. You will contact the cemetery sexton if burial is taking place in the

LLLC Community Cemetery.

During this time, you can ask people to speak or open it up to anyone
(not recommended, but allowed) If you are asking family or friends to
speak during the service, please ask them to write down their thoughts,
limit their time to under 5 minutes. Remind them that they are to be
speaking about the deceased, not themselves.
